Walk Location Length Description Facilities

Coochin Creek State 
Forest

East off Bruce 
Highway onto Roys 
Road, then 5 km on 
single-lane bitumen, 
then 200m of gravel.

Track 2.3 km 
return, allow 1 hour. 
Fire trail only - no 
signage.

Level terrain in open wallum country. 
Low to moderate fitness required.

Camping, 
toilets, picnic 
areas, BBQs, 
swimming, boat 
ramp.

Glass House 
Mountains Lookout

Off Glass House - 
Woodford Road

Loop track 800 m, 
allow 30 minutes.

Through open eucalypt forest, some 
steep section, moderate fitness 
required.

Toilets, picnic 
areas, BBQs, 
good views.

Mt Beerburrum Off Glass House 
Mountains Road, 
take Caboolture 
Road and follow 
signs.

Concrete track  
1.4 km return, allow 
1 hour. Can be 
extended by starting 
at Parrot Park.

Steep grade with good views from 
top. Reasonable to high fitness 
required.

At Parrot Park: 
Toilets, picnic 
areas, BBQs.

Mt Beerwah, 556 m Off Glass House 
Mountains Road, 
then Coonowrin 
Road, then Mt 
Beerwah Road.

a) Track 2.6 km 
return to summit, 
allow 3.5 hours. 

b) Picnic area walk, 
1.4 km return, allow 
40 minutes

a) Steep challenging grade, for 
experienced walkers only 

b) Easy to moderate grade.

Toilets, picnic 
areas, BBQs.

Mt Ngungun, 253 m Off Glass House 
Mountains Road, 
through township of 
Glass House into 
Coonowrin Road, 
then Fullertons 
Road.

Summit track  
2.2 km return, allow 
1.5 hours.

Some steep and rough sections, 
through eucalypt forest. Reasonable 
fitness required.

No facilities, 
good views. 
Town water tap 
in car park.

Mt Tibrogargan,  
364 m

Off Glass House 
Mountains Road, 
into Barrs Road.

a) Summit walk  
2.6 km return, allow  
3.5 hours. 

b) Trachyte Circuit, 
5.7 km, allow  
2 hours.

a) Steep challenging grade, for 
experienced climbers only. 

b) Easy to medium grade, 
reasonable fitness required.

Toilets, picnic 
areas.

Wild Horse 
Mountain

Adjacent to Bruce 
Highway near 
“Moby Vic's” Mobil 
Service Station.

Approx 1.4 km 
return, allow  
45 minutes.

Very steep sealed track to summit 
- 123m high. Reasonable to high 
fitness required.

Sheltered 
observation 
platform at 
lookout. Water 
only at top. 
Toilets and 
shop at service 
station.
